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Directions from I-71 heading north

• Take the Western Row exit (exit #24.) 

• Turn left at the first traffic light (Western Row Rd.) 

• Travel 0.7 mile to Western Row/Tylersville Road traffic light 

• Turn left at traffic light, continuing on Western Row 

• Travel 1 block 

• Turn left at Old Western Row to 4099 Old Western Row 

which is on the right 

• Follow Lindner Center of HOPE driveway to the Center 

Directions from I-71 heading south

• Take the Kings Mills exit (exit #25.) 

• Turn left at the first traffic light (Kings Mills Rd.) 

• Travel to second stoplight and turn right on Kings Island Drive 

• Follow Kings Island Drive past Kings Island to Western Row 

Road; turn right onto Western Row 

• Travel 0.7 miles to Western Row/Tylersville Road traffic light

• Turn left at traffic light

• Travel 1 block 

• Turn left at Old Western Row to 4099 Old Western Row 

which is on the right 

• Follow Lindner Center of HOPE driveway to the Center 

Directions from I-75

• Take the Tylersville exit (exit #22) and head east (left from 

north; right from south) 

• Travel approximately 4.5 miles through Mason to Western 

Row/Tylersville traffic light 

• Turn right at traffic light onto Western Row 

• Travel 1 block 

• Turn left at Old Western Row to 4099 Old Western Row 

which is on the right 

• Follow Lindner Center of HOPE driveway to the Center
